When we awoke this morning, we found ourselves blessed with another day. Itis
Easter Sunday. As that thought crossed our minds, did we find ourselves saying

*so what” or “alleluia™? For many, today is truly a day of alleluia. For others, it is

just another day of "so what." Faith makes a huge difference. It not only makes a
difference in how we understand today and the significance of what we celebrate, it

There is also only one of
us. Have you ever pondered what one solitary, humble human life can do? Faith, not
our wiorld, tells us how special we are. We are not robots, We are not replaceable. We
have one shot.
