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SCHOOL NEWS 2

Yay! We have completed our first full
week of school. Although it was a first
week like no other we have ever had, all
went well.

Our Nursery Program began last week with an abbreviat-
ed schedule and a few criers. This week they will be on
their regular schedule: half day 8:30 — 11:30, full day 8:30
—2:30 with the option of a 1:30 early dismissal.

The Special Subject Teachers (Art, Computer, and Span-
ish) began their programs last week. We share those
teachers with other schools, so we are taking extra precau-
tions to mitigate the spread of germs. They will be on two
or three week schedules; teaching live at School A while
teaching remotely at School B. After two or three weeks,
they will teach remotely at both schools for a week and
then switch; teaching live at School B while teaching re-
motely at School A.

Our Academy calendar is posted on the Academy website
as are most important notices and information. It is im-
portant to check the website often to keep up to date.

The Academy uses Option C for Weekly Blasts (updates)
and other important information and reminders. You auto-
matically receive these if the office has your correct e-
mail and cell phone number for texts. Sometimes there
may be several BLASTS in a day. We are trying to lessen
the amount of paperwork sent out via the students.

In addition to announcements, Option C is also used for
the Daily Health Questions, Student Report Cards, and
Grades.

There are very few seats still available in certain grades.

A good quality education
is something you won’t regret. Not only do we provide
students with strong values and a superior education, but
we provide many extras like an Art Program, a Technolo-
gy Program, a Physical Education Program, and Foreign
Language.
