This Sunday, June 11th, we celebrate The Feast of Cor-
pus Christi in which we celebrate the Real Presence of 
the Body and Blood, Soul and Divinity of Jesus in the 
Eucharist!  Following the Sunday 11:30 am MASS we 
INVITE our Grade/Level 2 Faith Formation and Academy 
children to join Fr. Fred and the Parish in the procession 
of the Blessed Sacrament outside around the church 
grounds preferably wearing their Communion clothes! 
 

We are currently in the process of completing our Confir-
mation interviews for our Grade/Level 7 students.  Our 
Grade/Level 8 registration is ongoing and will end on 
June 30th.

The Solemnity of the Most Sacred Heart of Jesus is a 
moveable fest that honor the Sacred Heart.  In 1675, Je-
sus told St. Margaret Mary that He wanted the Feast of 
the Sacred Heart to be celebrated on the Friday after Cor-
pus Christi octave.  In 1856, the Feast of the Sacred Heart 
became a universal feast.  St. John Paul II, a great devo-
tee of the Sacred Heart, said, “This feast reminds us of 
the mystery of the love of God for the people of all 
times.”  The Sacred Heart is the actual heart of Christ and 
also indicates His love for humanity.

THE FEAST OF CORPUS CHRISTI—JUNE 11TH 
Also known as the Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ, 
this feast honors Jesus Christ, Really, Truly and Substan-
tially Present under the appearances of bread and wine.   
This Presence happens through the change which the 
Church calls transubstantiation (“change of substance”), 
when at the Consecration of the Mass, the priest says the 
words which Christ Himself pronounced over bread and 
wine, “This is My Body,” “This is the chalice of My 
Blood,” “Do this in remembrance of Me.” 
 
St. Francis of Assisi said, “...In this world I cannot see 
the Most High Son of God with my own eyes, except for 
His Most Holy Body and Blood.”
