A MESSAGE FROM THE PASTOR 
Dear Parishioners, 
I am happy to be the new pastor at Sacred Heart of Jesus Parish.  I look forward to meeting each of you in the 
days and months ahead and to journey in faith together! 
 

I am originally from Holy Name of Jesus Parish in the Park Slope/Windsor Terrace section of Brooklyn. I at-
tended Holy Name School and graduated from Cathedral Prep Seminary in Brooklyn in 1978.  Any Brook-
lynites in the parish?  
 

I continued my formation and discernment in becoming a priest at Cathedral College in Douglaston from 1978 
to 1982.  I graduated with a B.A. degree in Psychology.  Then, I went to the North American College in Rome, 
Italy where I lived and studied for five years (1982 to 1987.)  I received an STB degree in Sacred Theology 
from the Gregorian University and a STL degree in Sacramental Theology from the University at San Anselmo.  
My Italian is very sketchy.  Mi dispiace! 
 

In 1987 I began my priestly ministry at St. Benedict Joseph Labre Parish in Richmond Hill and spent three hap-
py years there as a newly ordained priest.  In 1990 I was assigned to St. Gregory the Great Parish in Bellerose 
and stayed there for thirteen years.  I enjoyed many different parish ministries and praying with a wonderful 
faith community.  I received my first pastorate at Saint Clare Church, Rosedale in 2003.  I loved learning more 
about faith and ministry with God’s People who were of various backgrounds, cultures and languages. How 
much I was reminded we are one family of faith. In 2012 I began a new pastorate at Our Lady of the Snows in 
Floral Park.  Being a larger parish I was delighted to work with a pastoral staff that shared its talents and gifts 
with the parishioners and how much we grew together as a parish over twelve years. 
 

I have served the diocese in different capacities including spiritual director, teacher, mentor, member and trustee 
of different diocesan boards, councils, etc. More recently I was dean of Queens Deanery #5 for eleven years. 
My parents, Francis and Catherine McBrien, emigrated from Ireland.  My father was from Northern Ireland in 
County Tyrone and my mother was from County Mayo. I have been blessed with a wonderful and caring family
- five sisters and one brother, many nieces and nephews as well as grandnieces.  I hope to have them meet you 
sometime in the near future. 
 

I am excited with my new family at Sacred Heart and I look forward to getting to know you, pray with you, cel-
ebrate with you, grow with you and much more.
